TERMS AND CONDITIONS
The following terms and conditions explain the program services provided to you as participant in the Go Global Gap Adventures Program provided by YFU Australia Ltd or YFU New Zealand Inc or their sister company Go Global International Education Pty Ltd (hereinafter referred to as the “Company”) and what is required and expected of you as a participant in our programs.

Brochure Validity
The program fees and information about such fees are accurate at the time of publication and will remain valid for the period advertised in the brochure (usually one calendar year). Program fees are subject to change each year due to currency fluctuations or other changes in program costs.

Although the company has made every effort to ensure the accuracy of information in its brochure it cannot be held responsible for errors or omissions or unintentional misrepresentations that may appear in the brochure.
Program fee inclusions
● Application and selection process
● 24 hour emergency assistance 
● Comprehensive medical, baggage and liability insurance
● Placement by partner organisation in program including(where applicable) placement in host family or arrangement of other accommodation
● Pre-departure/arrival briefings or orientations
● Assistance with visa applications(visa fee not included)
Program fee does not include:
● Airfares

● Fees for visa and passport

● Vaccination costs (if required)
● Personal spending money

● Any additional accommodation and meal costs if specified in the program brochure 
Payment schedule 
1. An application fee of $100 (non-refundable unless you are not accepted on the program by the Company) payable on application
2. When your application for your chosen program(s) is accepted by the program manager : $500 deposit is payable

3. The balance of the program fee is payable 60 days before departure

Cancellation charges:

Cancellation by the company

If an applicant is not accepted by the Company a full refund of the application fee of $100.
If the company or its partner organisation cancels the program for reasons beyond its control an alternative program will be offered or a full refund of all monies paid to the Company will be made. The company cannot be responsible for any incidental expenses you have incurred (such as, but not limited to airline cancellation fees, visa or vaccination costs.)

Cancellation by the applicant:

Any cancellation by the applicant must be received in writing by the Company and will be effective from the date on which it has been received by the company.
If the applicant withdraws from the program;

● more than 60 days before departure: the application fee and deposit shall be retained by the company
● 60-30days before departure- full refund less 50% of the total program fee and application fee

● 30 days or less before departure:  no refund of program fees

● Applicant fails to depart for the program: no refund 

● Applicant leaves the program early or is dismissed from the program: no refund

Dismissal from program
 If the behaviour of the applicant is not acceptable (committing a criminal offence, use of illegal drugs or any offence against the laws of the country in which you are placed) the applicant may be dismissed from the program.

Deferral of program
If the applicant wishes to defer their program, they may do so for up to 12 months. If the applicant defers their placement they must do so in writing to the Company.  In the case of deferred applications, the Company will retain the application fee and $500 deposit towards the program for the following year.

For some programs deferral of program is only possible 60 days before departure and may involve additional administration charges.
Extension of program
Should the applicant wish to extend their program in their current placement or in another placement in the same country, the applicant will be responsible for paying to the company any fees required for extension of program support and insurance. Extensions of program or second program placements are subject to availability of places.
The applicant’s responsibilities
 The applicant is responsible carefully considering all material and advice provided by the Company or its partner organisation about the health, safety and political conditions of the host community.
The applicant accepts full responsibility in the event that they are involved in any activity which breaks the laws, regulations or religious or cultural customs of the host country.
The applicant will abide by the rules/regulations or policies of the host organisation and fulfil all duties assigned to the applicant to the best of their ability.
If the applicant experiences difficulties during their program, they must contact   and discuss the difficulty with the host organisation’s staff. If the issue cannot be satisfactorily resolved, the applicant should contact the Company’s office in Sydney to assist in resolving the difficulty.

Where the applicant wishes to leave the program early for any reason, they must discuss this with the host organisation and/or their local project coordinator and notify both the host organisation and the Company’s project manager in writing.
 Where the applicant leaves the program without the consent of the host organisation and the Company, the applicant accepts they that neither the host organisation nor the company has any responsibility or liability for their welfare and accepts that their visa may no longer be valid.
The applicant agrees that the Company and its partner organisations may use any photos or any other media forms, in which the applicant appears, for promotional purposes through any media or any other promotional forms available to the company or its partner organisations.
The applicant agrees to accept the placement offered by the company and its partner organisations. While the company and its partners will attempt to meet all placement preferences in particular programs made by the applicant it cannot guarantee that all placement preferences can be met.

As some programs will require the applicant to

obtain a visa, the applicant agrees to ensure that they apply for a visa in sufficient time to allow for the issuance of the visa in time for the required departure date for the program.

The applicant will ensure that they have a passport valid for up to six months after completion of program.

The Company’s responsibilities
The company will provide those services specified as inclusions in the program fees and provide all contact details of its partner organisation in the host country.
While the Company will always endeavour to fulfil all its responsibilities to the applicant, the Company cannot be held responsible for the inability to provide to the applicant contractual benefits due to the failure of service providers in the host country, the airline and / or the insurance company as a result of a conflict, civil disorder or other event beyond the company’s control (Force Majeure).

The Company acts only as a customer to the provider of other services, the company cannot in any way be liable for any injury, damage or loss for any reason caused to the applicant in the supply of services, transportation or accommodation.

Health
