You will be
staying with a Canadian family in Canadian
cities or towns and attend a local high school.
They will be sure to give you a warm welcome
even though it can be very cold in winter in
Canada. You will also be able to spend 2 weeks
schools holidays in December developing or
improving your skills in snow sports.

Parlez-Vous Francais?
YFU has developed a unique
opportunity for French and Australian
students to exchange families, schools
and cultures during each of their school
holiday periods. The program is designed
to be as inexpensive as possible to give
all students the chance to take advantage
of this once in a lifetime opportunity.

In the reciprocal program, following the
return of the French student, the
Australian student will stay with their
reciprocal French family for approx. 8
weeks over the Christmas holiday period
while attending school with their French
host brother or sister.

In the non-reciprocal program, the
student is placed with an approved French
family. A certain location in France cannot
be guaranteed. Students will be
responsible for the daily transport cost to
school if required.
Students Travel to and from France as a
group led by a chaperon who speak both
French and English and who support
students while in France.

Who Can Apply?
The student must be at least 15 years of age
upon arrival in France, have studied French
for at least 6 months.

Departure Dates:
- French students arrive in Australia/ NZ in
June/July and depart in August/September.
- Australia and NZ students depart for France
in early December and return in late January.

France - Study
8 week program

Selection Process
1. To take advantage of this program, students must first complete a
French Short Term Application Form available from YFU.
2. Reciprocal students must commit to hosting a reciprocal student in
June-August. This includes organising permission for the student to
attend their school whilst in Australia.
3. Students will be interviewed by YFU to determine their acceptance
into the program.
4. YFU Australia will endeavor to accept students on a first come,
first serve basis. However, while all applications will be considered
equally, the final decision on who will qualify for this program rests
with YFU.
5. Following successful selection into the program, all participants
must pay $500 to secure their place in the program

Matching A Student With A Host Family
YFU gives considerable time and effort to match like-minded students and host families
together to ensure a smooth exchange experience.
Both students and host families are interviewed by YFU representatives. These interviews allow
YFU to match suitable students and host families together.

School’s Responsibility
The school of the reciprocal Australian/ New Zealand applicant
should be willing to host the French student in their classroom for the
length of the exchange program at no cost. French schools in turn
provide the same service to our visiting Australian/ New Zealand
students. YFU Australia provides support to the students to get the
school’s agreement.
For non-reciprocal students, YFU provides support for the students’
school enrolment.
The school is not required to provide any special programs or
services for the incoming students. Each school simply agrees to
incorporate the participating student in their everyday high school
programs.

Can A Student Host Without Going on Exchange?
Yes – as some students may find it difficult to commit to a reciprocal exchange, we are happy to
offer a limited amount of non-reciprocal hosting opportunities.

Can A Student Go on This Exchange Without Hosting?
Yes – students can go on the exchange without hosting. However, non-reciprocal hosting
places are limited and are on a ‘first come, first serve’ basis. We encourage students to apply
for these places as soon as possible.

France - Study
8 week program

Departure: December







Skiathos: No trip to Greece would be complete without a visit
to a Greek island! A one-day excursion to the island of
Skiathos, with its fabulous beaches and charming old town,
characteristic white buildings and narrow, winding alleyways is
a wonderful experience.

Meteora: a weird yet wonderful
place where you can wander the
ancient monasteries perched on
top of columns of volcanic rock
with their beautiful frescos

A Walking tour of Volos: Volos, where you will stay with your
host family is a seaside city in central Greece The walk includes a
trip to the Archaeological Museum of Volos, which has fascinating

displays of finds from the nearby Neolithic settlements of Dimini and Sesklo, a visit to the
beautiful cathedral, and the seafront, lined with cafes:

Thessaloniki: On this optional one day trip to Thessaloniki, one the
most important cities in Greece for a total of 1500 years you will see a
dramatic statue of Alexander the Great, and visit a fascinating
Archaeological museum as well exploring the the majestic sea front of
this large city.

Delphi: On this optional one day trip you will
visit the famous oracle at Delphi, situated on a
south-facing slope of Mount Parnassos (the
home of the Muses). This is one of the most
evocative ancient sites in Greece, with its
picturesque Tholos, its ancient theatre, its

stadium (home of the famous Olympic Games), and its world-famous
museum.

Athens: On the two day optional trip, you will go to see the majestic,
world-famous Acropolis, with the Parthenon on its summit –the most
famous Greek temple in the world- as well the newly-opened Acropolis
Museum, with its state-of-the-art displays.
If time allows, you will also visit the Ancient Greek market place, where Plato taught and the
National Archaeological Museum. There you will see gold from the Iron Age fortress at Mycenae,
beautiful Minoan frescoes from Santorini (over 4000 years old), and some of the greatest Greek
statues in the world, among other treasures. When not sightseeing, you will be free to explore –
and shop in – the charming 19th century Plaka and Monistiraki districts, the most beautiful parts
of a very exciting city.

Greece - Culture

from the Middle Ages.
